Korean stick-held dip fishing vessel number was 26 in 2001 and it dropped down 13 vessels in 2006. Even the number of vessel increased to 17 in 2009, vessel number have shown a gradual decrease since 2010. 12 Korean stick-held dip fishing vessels operated in last year. In this year 11 vessels, one down did fishing in  North Pacific

The general trend of annual catches in the last decade has been declining, and the lowest catch recorded at 2015 with 11,000 ton catch. However Korea caught twice in last year, 23,000 ton within 811 fishing days by 12 fishing vessels. I think new lowest catch will be recorded by this year because catch season is going to close.

We used to conducted stick-held dip fishing from May to Dec. and the most catch were occurred in Oct and Sep. and followed by Jun. and Nov. from 2001 to 2017 as shown upper figure.
Lower figure compared monthly catch of 2018 and 2019, It showed the catch of 2019 is fewer than 2018 at every month. I don’t think over 10,000 ton of PS would be caught in Nov. when I consider the catch trend. So I Fewer PS are expected to be caught in 2019 than those caught in 2018.
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
